Description 
The second year of Spanish is designed to help students develop basic listening, speaking, reading and writing skills in Spanish, and to provide them with an introduction to the cultures of the Spanish-speaking world. Because learning a language requires being exposed to large amounts of that language, and getting accustomed to communicating in that language even when one does not understand every word, some of course activities will be conducted in Spanish, students will frequently be asked to work in small groups and are asked to make every attempt to communicate in Spanish through some of their post. Students should not expect to comprehend every word that their instructor says; instead they should try to use what they do know (including the non-verbal cues, contextual information, and cognates) to understand the general meaning. Further, students are required to listen to the Latin music and watch Spanish Television to study vocabulary and grammar on their own outside of class, and to complete a variety of written assignments, including grammar exercises and compositions.
All students should consult the syllabus for their course found in Mrs. Clemons Moodle page which also contains an outline of the class.

Requirements:
1) Professionalism/Participation. It is expected that students be active, enthusiastic, and collegial participants during the semester.  In addition, it is expected that course work be completed in a timely and professional manner on the schedule posted. Points are lost if these expectations are not fulfilled.

2)  Readings, viewings, postings.   This online course is divided into week blocks of time (Monday through Sunday). Class documents and assignments can be found on Moodle and will be available for reading the weekend prior to actual due dates.  Students have specific due dates to either post answers and responses on Moodle to classmates or to email specific assignments to the teacher. The evaluations of these postings and responses will be made by the teacher utilizing the Online Discussion rubric found on Moodle classroom documents.
3)  Assignments with rubrics.  In addition to the online discussion of course texts, students will complete seven assignments that are accompanied with detailed rubrics:  Focus questions, Cultural Project, Interviews, and Lesson Plans.
Expectations:
1.  Login to this class 5 days a week just like a regular school class to check for any new assignments. 
2. Expect to spend an average of 6 to 8 hours a week in this class.

3. You are required to study the vocabulary and verb conjugations which you will be tested on.
4. Complete online activities and offline activities 

5.  Reading the textbook chapters, research, and homework assignments.

Technology requirements:  It is expected that the student who registers for this online course have the following computer skills:  sending/receiving emails, attaching documents to emails, creating tables, creating power point presentations, conducting an online search, and using library electronic reserves.  Microsoft Word is the word processing program that is necessary to complete assignments.  It is necessary that students have access to a computer at home since much of the work for the course is done in the evenings and on weekends.  It is also expected that students who register for this course feel comfortable using a computer.  
*Note you are expected to spend as much time on this class as all your regular classes.*  I understand that there may be internet/server problems and in such cases I expect you to contact me before anything is DUE otherwise I will count the assignment late.

3. Need to learn the use of Moodle and check it on a daily basis.
PREREQUISITE(S):  Spanish Level 1:  Students who complete the academic course of study are required to take 2 years of the same foreign language as a part of the graduation requirements.  Many colleges prefer more than two years of foreign language study.  Foreign language study is also open to students on other courses of study.
Evaluation:
Grading:  All assignments must be submitted on dates due. Assignments will be considered "on time" if submitted by midnight the day due. Submission of work after midnight will be considered late.  All assignments must be completed in order to pass this course.  Late assignments with rubrics lose 10% of the points per day up to 30%.  Also, because your active participation is so important in an online environment, it is imperative that your interactions on Moodle (postings, viewings, replying, etc.) be on time as well. Failure to interact with your classmates during expected times can also result in a loss of 5 points for each calendar day late.
